The Community Driver Project 

funded by West Lothian 

Council is run in partnership 

with Lothian Community 

Transport Services and offers 

volunteer drivers MiDAS 

(Minibus Driver Awareness 

Scheme) training to a national 

standard; a MiDAS certificate 

(valid for 4 years) is awarded 

to volunteers on successful 

completion of the course. 

Further free training in First 

Aid, Fire and Evacuation, and 

the Passenger Assistant 

Training Scheme are also 

available to MiDAS drivers. 
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Volunteer MiDAS trained 

drivers contribute 

approximately 100 driving hours 

per week to more than 30 

community organisations in 

West Lothian.  

All kinds of local groups, e.g. 

Day Centres for the Elderly, 

Adult Learning Centres and 

Childrenõs Centres, benefit from 

the Community Driver Project 

on a daily and weekly basis.

For entry to one of the monthly training 

courses volunteers must be over 21 and 

under 70 years of age, have 2 or more 

years driving experience and have a D1 

qualification on his/her driving license.

WOULD AUTOMATICALLY HAVE 

THIS D1 QUALIFICATION.

Further training courses in First Aid 

and Fire and Evacuation are also 

available free to MiDAS trained 

volunteer drivers.  

Training has now been extended to 

include a free UK accredited course to 

include Passenger Assistants in West 

Lothian. PATS is designed for anyone 

who has care or supervision of 

passengers travelling in cars, taxis, 

minicabs or minibuses. It is relevant 

to volunteers as well as paid staff and 

covers legal, practical and safety 

issues. 
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
